Each year Hanyang offers more than 1000 English courses from 15 Colleges and 60 Departments, 
such as College of Engineering, School of Business, College of Economics and Finance, Division of 
International Studies, and College of Humanities. 

Following the US academic system; 1 credit equals 15-16 contact hours, students can take up to 
20 credits at Hanyang. The transcript will be mailed to the student’s Home approximately one 
month after the semester.

Hanyang offers two types of Korean Language courses; Introductory Korean and Intensive Korean. For 
visiting students, the fee will be waived during Spring and Fall semesters. 

By taking Introductory Korean course, students can learn basic Korean language and get an 
introduction about Korean culture. The class is conducted twice a week, 2 hours each. 

On the other hand, Intensive Korean Language course offers six different levels based on student’s 
language proficiency. The class is conducted five times a week, 4 hours each. 

About Program

Course Registration
Course registration begins 1 month before the beginning of the semester. Students would be Course registration begins 1 month before the beginning of the semester. Students would be 
required to choose 1 department of their preference among approximately 60 departments available required to choose 1 department of their preference among approximately 60 departments available 
at the application stage. at the application stage.
